Rough-In

Hustration 1

Step 1: Attach o composite 3-gang electical box to o wall stud at desired
location for System One MINI. Run Valet intercom cable (8YMS500) or Cath
cable to all installed room station locations. (Illustration 1 shows a typical
rough-in configuration.) Valet System One intercoms can be wired ina loop or
star style configuration. Star configuration is also refered to as “home run”. |f
the “home run” style of wiring is desired, we recommend utilizing o structured
wiring enclosure with RJ45 style connectors for o hastle free installation. Aftach
VMTS0 Transformer and PBDC1 5 Power Supply the same way as indicated in
the Original System One Installation Manual which is included with the Power

Supply.

Step 1: At finish out time, the first step fo installing a System One MIMI
room station is to install the terminal block. The terminal block must be
wired as show in lllustration 2 above. Wiring configurations for Valet Cable
and Cath Cable have both baen provided. Alse shown in the illustration
above is the proper location to install the 220K resistor. Only one resistor
will need to be installed for the system and it is recommended that the resistor
is installed at the station that has the power supply connected to it.



Finish Out - (Continued)

Step 2: The next step is to mount the metal bracket to the 3-gang box. The
metal bracket can only be installed ane way. There is a red “UP” arrow in
the upper right hand corner of the bracket that indicates which way the
bracket is to be installed. The metal mounting bracket is to be secured to the
3-gang box by the four #6 x 7/8" screws each with a #6 washer behind the
screw. This allows for 1/16" adjustment for proper leveling. (lllustration 3
and 4 above show how the metal mounting bracket is installed onto o 3-
gang electrical box.)

Step 3: The metal mounting bracket has 8 tabs along the interior perimeter
of the bracket. Once the bracket has been securely fastened to the 3-gang
box, these 8 tabs will need to be bent 207 inte the 3-gang box epening, (as

shown in lllustration 5 above). These tabs are for use in a retro-fit applica-
tion.
